RESOLUTION # 2

The Council is hereby informed of the statements and of the proposals made during CICA Board Meeting held in the premises of the Willard Hotel, Washington D.C. on November 29, 2004:

1. The Board states that the fall of the US$ vs. the € is the main reason of the deteriorating financial situation of CICA. No improvement in this respect seems to be likely for 2005.

2. With respect to this exchange rate development and to the extent that this situation persists, FIEC is ready and commits itself, commencing with the financial year 2005, to pay, in addition to its normal full contribution to CICA of currently 22.500 US$, an extraordinary contribution of the same amount, subject to the following:

a) The extraordinary contribution will be paid only, if the future of CICA is ensured, in particular by the accession of further member organisations.

b) If and when this exchange rate situation changes to a considerable degree, FIEC will reduce its extraordinary contibution accordingly. 

c) FIEC accepts that its voting and other rights within CICA will not change following this increase in its annual contribution.

3. The Board agreed that two Associations one to represent China Contractors and one to represent Russia Contractors would qualify for full CICA Membership according to Article 4 of the 2004 CICA statutes 

4. The Board, by unanimous approval, according to Article 5-1-"admission" of the 2004 CICA statutes, proposed that these two associations to represent China and Russia Contractors be offered this opportunity.

5. The associations representing China and Russia Contractors will be offered Membership on the understanding that, should they join at any time during 2005, they full annual Membership contribution will be payable

6. The Board noted that, should the admission of Associations representing China and Russia Contractors take place, there will be no need for the existing members, except the already agreed arrangements in relation to FIEC, to pay more than the current US$ 22.500 contribution per annum.

7.  IFAWPCA stated that its resignation from CICA had been submitted on the grounds CICA was experiencing and would continue to experience problems in meeting its financial commitments. Since CICA now intended, and had the means, of remedying its financial problems, in accordance with action to be taken in 1-6 above, IFAWPCA will immediately request their Board to agree, at their earliest convenience and definitively no later than in their March 2005 Board meeting, to withdraw its letter of resignation.

The Council agrees that: 

1. Negotiation to add Associations representing China and Russia Contractors to the CICA membership be commenced immediately by Mr Küchler in accordance with the arrangements given above.

2. Mr Küchler will keep both Council and Board informed in relation to progress.  

3. President Ahmed Saïf Belhasa and Vice-President Wilhelm Küchler are empowered to sign membership agreements with the associations representing China and  Russia Contractors in accordance with the arrangements given above without recourse to the Council or the Board. 

4. The 2005 members' contributions shall be paid according to the rules set during the 2003 Cairo Meeting i.e. 50% to be paid before February 15, 2005 and the remainder to be paid before March 31, 2005 according to the Statutes.
